Artsource has had a long term vision to expand our Residency Program so that we can offer
residencies which are artist-inspired and designed, which are broad and unlimited in their conception,
and which develop your practice in whatever form that takes.

Thanks to the generosity and goodwill of a number of individual and corporate philanthropists, up to
$20,000 is on offer for an artist-initiated residency. Proposals are invited from Western Australian
visual artists.

Whatever you want, wherever you want.

The residency does not need to be part of a formal residency program. Outcomes are not directed by
Artsource and are entirely up to the artist to decide. They may include but are not limited to:

& Getting you and your work out there;
building gallery relationships, networking, promoting work, securing commissions, exhibiting
@ Finding a mentor, a peer or an expert to play with;
an artistic partnership or mentorship, an opportunity for the development of technique
& Seeing what’s out there;
exploration and research in other places
@ Joining a formal structure, academic or otherwise;
conferences, retreats, course of study, existing residency opportunities

Individuals or groups of artists may propose residencies of one to six months and up to the value of
$20,000. (Residencies of less than one month or longer than six months may be considered.) To be
eligible, you must meet the general eligibility requirements.

General Eligibility

Applicants must:
@ Have been a member of Artsource for a minimum of two years at the time of application.
& Be a Western Australian visual artist with at least five years of professional practice.

Selection Criteria
Applications must demonstrate:

& The calibre of the artist (primarily assessed on the basis of examples of previous work and
artist CV)

@ the potential for the residency to benefit the applicant’s professional development

@ Evidence that the project proposed for the residency period is well planned and achievable.

Closing date: 30 June annually

Decisions advised: 31 July annually

Outcomes advised: by August annually

Projects may start between: 1 September and 31 August annually
